Thetext is not categorized by similar tasks and lacks headings and subheadings. A standardized format for the
monthly tasks would have improved the book's utility, with tips on repetitive tasks, such as pruning, put in a separate
section in the back.Bob Tanem is avery experienced and knowledgeable horticulturalist, but he needed editorial
guidance on how to organize his material for practical use.0 of 0 people found the following review helpful.
