That's ok though, since that's also
not the book's mission. For a more complete ook at the entire admissions process, | recommend Getting What Y ou
Came For: The Smart Student's Guide to Earning an M.A. or aPh.D. with gusto.Then the actual essay section. It
comes in two sections: advice and examples. The advice section is extremely good. It tells you how to structure and
essay. How to develop and stick to atheme. How to address something on your record which may be problematic.
And it also covers alarge number of "Don't do this!" items. This part was crucial in helping me craft a personal
statement. For me, the advice was crucial. | had a crappy undergraduate GPA, but good experiences and great GRE
scores. The advice in this book really helped me to develop my strengths and use them to not only outshine my weak
GPA, but even to mitigate it.Also, for reasons |ost on me, this book is not available from (as a seller). It's only
available from third parties. | don't know why doesn't stock it considering the magnitude of good reviews. But |
encourage anyone to buy the book even though you'll need to get it from athird party.Now it needs to be noted that the
book also hasa MAJOR downside. Every example essay- EVERY SINGLE ONE- iswritten by someone who has
some amazing superlative on their record which they can build atheme around. | just flipped to three examples and
found:1) A student who while working as a CA at her undergraduate school helped her residents evacuate the
residence hall during amajor earthquake.2) A student who earned a double major as both aBS and a BA in Biology.3)
A student whose academic adviser and research mentor was Glenn Seaborg, better known as the man who discovered
(wasthefirst to isolate) plutonium.Luckily for me, | had some extremely unique community service experiences from
which | could draw to build an essay around. But | admit they were a stretch (not at all on par with the actual essays
given in the book). The bottom lineisthat if you're a student who showed up to class and did aright but didn't really
do anything of significance in college or life otherwise, every single one of the sample essays will be worthless.
Moreover, they'll probably be disheartening. Every sample given iswritten by someone who has a stellar background
and simply needs to know how to get those superlatives into essay form. There aren't any sample essays for someone
who had a crappy time in college and transferred partway, or someone who has a good record but didn't test well on
the GRES, or who really wants to get a research assistantship yet was unable to ever beg hisher way into a professor's
lab as an undergraduate.For this, | deducted one star from my review of the book. Do note that the book isn't useless
for someone whose background has shortcomings. Y ou'll find some guidance for thisin the advice half of the book
which talks strategies and techniques for crafting your statement. It's just entirely absent from the section with example
essays.4 of 4 people found the following review helpful.
